Long term exposure to UV rays can deteriorate the gasket, so care should 
be taken to protect the stored units prior to installation. Manufacturer rec-
ommends either leaving polyethylene shrink wrapped units on pallets if 
stored outside or storing unpackaged units in an area protected from direct 
sunlight. 
 

INS TALLATION  
 

To install the Rainstopper, remove the manhole lid. Clean all dirt and debris from 
manhole frame. Seat Rainstopper in manhole frame rim. Replace manhole lid. 
Ensure lid is flush with frame to alleviate tripping hazard. Once installed, mainte-
nance is not required.
